DIVISIONS (may be combined, depending on number of entries):  
Novice D division A​: 8 - 9 years of age (formerly Junior D division A) 
Novice D division B​: 10 - 11 years of age (formerly Junior D division B ) 
Junior/Senior D: ​12 years of age and up (formerly Senior D) 
C/HM : ​any age  
 

Unrated members are considered D1’s at Quiz.  

ATTIRE: ​Pony Club pins ​MUST ​be worn!! Neat, clean, workmanlike casual attire is 
appropriate (i.e. pants or skirt with a belt and a club polo shirt). Riding attire such as 
breeches, ratcatchers, or coats are NOT necessary. NO sleeveless or half shirts will be 
allowed. ​Appropriate barn footwear, such as paddock boots, will be required since 
we will be in a real barn around horses.  

CHAPERONES: ​Each club ​MUST ​provide at least one designated chaperone per team. 
The DC is responsible for obtaining the chaperone’s signature and ​MAILING​ the 
Chaperone Form.
